There are as many ways to reach out to a
sick and suffering alkie as there are drunks. What may help
one drunk may or may not help another.

There are those who reach out with softness, and
certainly their way is valid because it helps them stay sober.
That's their truth. There are those who reach out with a heavy
hand; some would say they are unkind or not compassionate.
Well, I don't know if that's true or not, but if that's what helps
them to stay sober, then its valid for them. I've seen some
who had the message of hope passed to them from some
tough as nails AA members, and they heard what they needed
to hear to put the booze down and begin taking the
suggestions for the first time in months or years. I have seen
some who got it the first time, and ['ve attended the funerals
of some who simply refused to hear anything at all.

When I came through the doors of AA, people reached
out to me. Some were kind and compassionate, and some
seemed to be downright mean. [ appreciate every one of
them.

What some choose
to term a lecture just may save someone else’s life. God
moves in mysterious ways, and God puts people in our lives
